The CDJA/CKC Conference in Moncton New Brunswick on November 4, 5, 6 2011 went extremely well. Our 
Keynote presenters were Robin Stansell, AKC VP Event Operations and Claudia Orlandi, noted Basset Hound 
breeder and author of the ABC’s of Dog Breeding as well as Practical Canine Anatomy and Movement.   
 
Mr. Stansell discussed some of the proposed changes in AKC regulations regarding foreign judges. It is 
expected that the AKC board will pass a resolution requiring all foreign judges to apply for breeds that are not 
recognized by their licensing body. For Canadian judges, the implications are that judges must apply to judge 
the AKC breeds that are not listed in our regular groups or in the miscellaneous grouping if they wish to judge 
at the group level. For example, a judge licensed for the CKC sporting group must apply for the Boykin Spaniel 
in order to judge the Sporting Group at AKC shows. A CKC judge can still judge all the individual breeds they 
are approved for by CKC but not the Group level. A CKC judge can still judge Best in Show if they are licensed 
for one complete group. This will apply to all judges including All-Breed and those that are on the exempt list. 
The cost of applying and writing the open book exam will be $25.00 for each breed applied for. I have written 
to Robin Stansell to ask what will happen if AKC clubs apply for a judge prior to this new system being 
implemented. His reply was that assignments can be accepted with the understanding that approval of those 
breeds will be at discretion of the AKC change.   
Mr. Stansell also discussed the new open shows and the 3-6 month puppy classes which will include a 
recognition certificate for a type of championship at these levels. It was a most informative session. Later in 
the weekend he presented the Bulldog and the French Bulldog. He is an AKC approved presenter for these 
breeds. 
 
Dr. Orlandi presented a session on canine anatomy and movement for judges.  This was a wonderful 
presentation that got kudos from all, including our veterinarian judges. Each attendee received a free copy of 
her handbook of anatomy for judges. Dr. Orlandi is an AKC approved presenter for the Basset Hound and gave 
some wonderful insights to her breed. 
 
Kathy Stewart, Klompenkees Keeshond, gave a very passionate presentation on her breed with an excellent 
hands on session as well. 
 
I chaired a discussion on the issue of Cropped and Docked legislation in the Maritimes. Key points were the 
importance of breed standards as the blueprint for evaluating dogs.  Lee Steeves, CKC Board Chair and Dwain 
McLean, Board member for New Brunswick gave background on this contentious issue. Robin Stansell spoke 
to the AKC standpoint on judging breeds that are normally cropped and docked. 
 
Elio Furlan, CKC Director of Operations spoke on proposed changes affecting CKC judges. Lee Steeves added 
additional insights to the current situation at CKC. This provided an excellent vehicle for a meaningful 
exchange of information. 
 
I presented an overview of dealing with exhibitors in the ring. There were some fabulous insights into the 
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dynamics of dealing with inappropriate behaviors and comments on the part of the exhibitors and judges. 
Formal Complaints and the protocol for dealing with them were part of the presentation. Robin Stansell added 
an AKC perspective to this issue. My sincere thanks for the astute comments and observations by the judges in 
the room.  
 
Thora and Allan Brown delivered an insightful program on optical illusions and how they can affect what we 
see when judging breeds. 
 
As always our own Skip Stanbridge was a most welcome presenter. Skip spoke on judging internationally. His 
presentation was full of many helpful hints and amusing anecdotes that gave all of us food for thought. Later, 
he closed the day with a group discussion on situations that can occur when we are judging. It was a terrific 
learning experience that had us cracking open the rulebook. 
 
All in all it was a fabulous weekend that showed CKC judges off in a most favorable light.  This was a weekend 
of wonderful exchange of information between CKC judges and our AKC presenters. I, as well as, Robin 
Stansell and Claudia Orlandi, were extremely impressed with the passion and depth of knowledge in that 
room.  My sincere thanks to all of the participants for making this our most successful conference yet. 
 
Those members who were unable to attend missed an outstanding weekend.

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Feature Article – 
Judging the Australian Shepherd  

By Anna Hewson 

 

There you are, all set to start your judging of the Australian Shepherd… when in come a number of dogs of 

different size and a variety of different colours.  Some are symmetrically marked, straight shiny coats; some are black 

with a slight wave to the coat; or there are reds and there are merles.  There is quite a variety to choose from.  So let’s 

work through this together using our familiarity with structure etc. on a generic dog and assuming knowledge of certain 

dog anatomy terminology.  

   

Developed as a working stock dog, the Australian Shepherd requires fast reflexes, agility and endurance to accomplish 

their tasks.  The general appearance is of a well-balanced dog of medium size and bone; slightly longer than tall; showing 

strength and stamina combined with unusual agility.  The coat is of moderate length and coarseness and comes in a 

variety of colours.  The most identifying characteristic is the natural or docked bobtail.  Sex should be apparent with 

masculinity or femininity well defined.  The Australian Shepherd should be substantial without appearing coarse or 

cumbersome; nor should they appear fragile or overly refined.  Emphasis should be on appearance of moderation and 

balance.  There is no substitute for proper balance and structure.  

I find it much easier to learn by seeing, so am going to try to stick to pictures without a lot of words.

The preferred size of the Australian Shepherd is between 20" -23" for males and 18"-21" for females.  

The relative unimportance of size in the overall working skills of a stock-dog means that height is never to be a primary 

factor in determining the ideal representative.  Proper balance and quality in the individual should be of primary 

importance since there is no disqualification for size. 
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Heads 

The ideal head must be moderate and in proportion to the rest of the dog.  

 While there can be a variety of head styles, a clean cut, properly constructed head defines breed character and quality.  

Rounded fore-skulls, deep, exaggerated stops and very short muzzles are not only as incorrect as a snipey, fragile, 

narrow head, they are detrimental to a working dog.

A scissors bite with full dentition is desired.  A level bite is considered a fault as are missing teeth…which are usually pre-

molars but can be from large molars to incisors. It is extremely important to note that teeth broken or missing by 

accident tend to be incisors and rarely include premolars. This is a working breed and dogs may damage their teeth in 

the course of their work. . Remember to count the teeth not the gaps.  Overshot by 1/8 of an inch and undershot bites 

are Disqualifications.

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Coat:  is medium in length, straight to slightly wavy, laying flat. The coat should not stand straight up off the body.  In 

evaluating coat, the most important concern is ensuring that the overall coat type is correct.

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 The Australian Shepherd offers a wide variety of patterns and color combinations that make each individual unique. The 

four recognized colors of the Australian Shepherd are black, blue merle, red and red merle. These colors may be found 

alone or in combination with white trim and/or copper (tan) points. The colors are required to be strong, clear and rich.  

All recognized colors must be considered equally with no preference given between them. No preference is given 

between various amounts of trim. A solid colored or self-colored dog is as equally desirable as one with a maximum 

allowable white trim and copper points.                  

 

Black:  

Blacks should be jet black in coloration. They may be solid black, black 

and white (bi-colored), black with copper points or black with white 

trim and copper points (black tri color).  Eye color is typically a shade of 

brown or amber, but they may have blue eyes or split colored eyes. 

Nose, lip and eye leather must be jet black.  

 

Solid colored dogs without copper, and/or white, are equally as 

desirable as those with trim.    

 

 

Blue Merle: 

Blue Merles have a jet black base color broken up by gray marbling in 

any amount. They may be solid merle (self-merle) merle and white (bi 

colored merle) merle with copper points, or merle with white trim and 

copper points. Eyes may be any combination of colors. Nose, lip and 

eye leather must be jet black. 

 

Red: 

Reds may range in hue from a rich chocolate to a dark sorrel red. They 

may be solid red, red and white (bi-colored) red with copper points or 

red with white trim and copper points (red tri color)  Eye color is 

typically a shade of brown or amber, but may have blue eyes or split 

colored eyes. Nose, lip and eye leather must be dark red.   

Merles and Solid colored dogs without copper and/or white are equally as desirable as those with trim.

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Red Merle: 

Red Merles have a rich chocolate to a dark sorrel red base color broken 

up by silver to buff marbling in any amount. They may be solid merle, 

merle and white (bi colored merle) merle with copper points, or merle 

with white trim and copper points. Eyes may be any combination of 

colors. Nose, lip and eye leather must be dark red 

 

Notes on Color: 

 Color should dominate and cover both eyes and ears. Lack of pigmentation on and around the ears has been 

associated with hearing loss in this breed and so full pigmentation of these areas is very important.  

 A white collar should not extend into the body beyond the point of withers.  

 White body splashes (islands, patches or spots of white) on the body are a disqualification.  

 An unpigmented or weakly pigmented nose (Dudley nose) is a disqualification.   

Pink spots (butterfly nose) on the nose are faulted on dogs over a year in age. 

 Any color other than the recognized black, red, blue merle and red merle shall be a disqualification. This includes 

dilute coloration (fawns, gray on gray, peach on buff, slate), yellows, sables, brindles, pintos, piebalds, among 

others. 

Gait 

The gait is free and easy exhibiting agility of movement with a well-balanced ground covering stride. Fore and hind legs 

move straight and parallel with the center line of the body; as speed increases, the feet, both front and rear, converge 

toward the center line of gravity while the topline remains firm and level.   

  

The Australian Shepherd should be evaluated at a trot of moderate 

speed on a loose lead. Movement from the side should be balanced, 

free, and smooth with good forward reach in front and the equivalent 

drive behind. The Australian Shepherd should not exhibit extreme 

extension nor mincing, restricted motion. 

The topline should remain level while the dog is in motion without 

evidence of bouncing or rolling from side to side. 
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When coming or going at a trot, the feet and legs of the dog should converge towards the centerline of gravity. 
 
 
 
This paper is by no means complete; more of an introduction.  I hope I have piqued your interest and maybe clarified 

some points for you.  Thank you for your time and CDJA for their kind consideration in letting me submit this article.

Several Toy, Terrier and Herding breeds have been presented. Currently we are 
finishing our Fall session and are concentrating on some of the Non-Sporting 
breeds including the Tibetan Terrier, Tibetan Spaniel and Keeshond.
