Summany of OK( Board Weeting Decemben § & 9, 2007

1) Conformation Council — It was recommended that no action be taken on the
guestion of the size of conformation rings or the outdoor cover provided.

2) EOC - The need to appoint a replacement for the late Virginia Cummings was
raised. Suggestions were offered. There was discussion why the post has not been
opened to general membership. CEO was directed to advertise the opening.

3) EOC - There was a recommendation that the November 07 CKC/CDJA Confer-
ence be acceptable for the 5 year education cycle starting January 1 2008. This was
amended that “any requirement completed in 2007 may be accepted for the pur-
poses of “ continuing judge education. | have since confirmed that ANY SEMINAR,
given in Canada or elsewhere, will be acceptable under this policy. (so be sure you
get a certificate/letter of attendance at any American or foreign seminar)

4) There was a Motion to add Spanish Water Dog to Miscellaneous breeds. | re-
minded Board of the June 06 motion for an educational package to be provided with
each new breed. Acknowledged

5) Puerto Rico Kennel Club was given recognition.

6) from CEO report — FCI — There has no change in FCI ban regarding CKC judges
even following the Puerto Rico meeting. The FCI sent a response to the proposed
Memo of Understanding. Several sections therein were not acceptable. A letter is to
be written to the FCI Executive Committee, and copied individually to ALL member
countries, with a summary of all actions since the onset, FCI static position, CKC’s
insistence on full judge approval, and the possibility of further actions, with March
2008 time line for response. CDJA is to be invited to comment on judge proposal
from FCI.

Gle Dandie D inmant

| am going to assume you have already read the CKC’s Dandie standard. Let’s
start with the history of this unique, ancient breed.

HISTORY

The Dandie Dinmont Terrier, the first Terrier to have a name, is the only breed
of dog whose name comes from literature. Shrouded in mystery, its background was
an intense source of argument among early 19th century canine writers.

It was developed from selected specimens of the rough native terrier in the
Cheviot Hills in the border country between England and Scotland during the late 17th
century, and kennel records show it was first recorded as a distinct breed by 1700.

It was suspected to have descended from the extinct Otter Terrier, which had
been bred down from the Otterhound in the 16th century. In any case, the terrier
known as the “tinkers’ dog”, was pure and true to type long before it had a name.

A direct line of these dogs descended to both the aristocracy (Henry,the third
Duke of Buccleuch commissioned Gainsborough to paint his Dandie in 1770) and the
farmers in the Teviotdale Hills. Here Sir Walter Scott chanced upon them and -
charmed by their uniqueness - made them famous in his 1812 novel “GUY MANNER-
ING”. His character, “Dandie Dinmont”, a farmer, kept the immortal six - “Auld Pepper”,
“Auld Mustard”, “Young Pepper”, “Young Mustard”, “Little Pepper” and “Little Mustard”.
(Mustard and Pepper are the two colours of the Dandie Dinmont Terrier.) As the book
became popular, the breed became famous as “Dandie Dinmont’s Terriers”.

As time progressed, the apostrophe was dropped, and the Dandie became the
first terrier to have a name. In 1876, the Dandie Dinmont Club was formed in Melrose,
Scotland - it is the world’s oldest continuous dog club. Its founders wrote a detailed
breed description, which remains the blueprint of the breed today.

The men who wrote the standard for the Dandie Dinmont used them for ridding
their properties of all sizes of vermin, from tiny stoats and weasles to vicious badgers.
In fact, it was not uncommon in the late 17th century to test the courage of a Dandie by
hurling it into a pit with two badgers.

This required a punishing jaw, large strong teeth and a powerful neck, plus the
strength and flexibility of a body designed to go to earth. Dandies at that time ranged
from 7 to over 30 pounds, depending on the game they were expected to kill. As with
most standards, the writers compromised, and determined that the middle sized Dan-
dies were ideal.

The standard was written to describe a working terrier who would have the tenacity
and physical ability to dispatch any vermin. Sir Walter described their pluck: “I have
them a’ regularly entered, first wi’ rottens, then wi’ stoats (weasels) and then wi’ the
