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Welcome to the 2007 Annual General Meeting of the Canadian Dog 
Judges Association.  It is my pleasure to be with you here in Toronto to review 
the past year of our activities. 2007 was a very full year for CDJA.    

On the statistical side, our financial position is very strong.  We have a good reserve in GIC’s, which 
is well monitored by our treasurer, Lynda Saranchuk, and auditor, Bud Milson .  Our operating capital is quite 
comfortable.     Lynda has chosen to step down at the end of this year and I would like to thank her for her 
years of service as our Treasurer.  

Our membership numbers are steady, with near full renewals and most new judges choosing to join.  
Chair Allan Brown is kept busy doing credential updates and information changes.   

Our Newsletter is a joy to receive, each issue filled   with articles of interest and information, news, 
and laughter.  Its growing size is a compliment to the effort and dedication put into it by our Editor, Nancy 
Popovich.  This year we have transferred from hard copy to electronic delivery.   

Our web site is also active – I cannot believe how often I hear from clubs in Canada, the United 
States and abroad how much show committees rely on it for accurate contact information, current state of ap-
provals, and photos of new faces.   We also now have bred seminars accessible through the website as well as 
discussion sessions on the presentations. From the feedback it seems members are very happy with this “live 
discussion”. 

Our relationship with our sponsor, Purina, has continued to flourish this year.  Purina has generously 
supplied promotional materials at several seminars sponsored by local groups, as well as providing CDJA with 
a cash donation to allow us to provide on-going activities for our members.  

Your Executive continues to meet regularly in an on-line format to discuss business and make plans 
for the future.  Our meetings are all kept organized and functioning by our incredible secretary, Barbara Watt.   

On a personal note, I have attended all the 2007 meetings of the Board  of the CKC and provided the 
Newsletter with the highlights of matters pertaining to conformation judges.     

 The big issue for 2007 was, of course, the relationship between the CKC and FCI.  While the prohi-
bition on Canadian registered dogs was lifted, the ban on Canadian judges from awarding CACIB’s is still in 
place.  CDJA chose to send Michael Shoreman to the World Show in June when CKC opted to send no one.  
Michael was most successful in opening doors of communication with the FCI officials and he has continued 
in this role throughout the year, hopefully, leading to a resolution at the current FCI meeting in Berlin.    

CKC passed a new continuing education policy for judges which will come into effect January 1, 
2008.   This will re-introduce the 5 year cycle for meeting educational requirements.  

CDJA has begun alternating advertisements in Dogs in Canada and Canine Review  so that clubs and 
exhibitors are aware of us and can readily find information on our members.   

CDJA was asked by Canine Review to participate in a series of articles on the various Groups as they 
are perceived by breeder judges.  Carmen Haler, Ginny Lyne, and myself, worked with Amanda Kelly to cre-
ate questions,.  Carmen has taken on the huge task of compiling the answers and formatting a finished article.   

CDJA placed an ad in the catalogue of the CKC Charity show.    
A new Executive will take office on January 1, 2008.  I will remain as President; Carmen Haller as 

VP Administration; Steve Dainard as VP Program; Barbara Watt as Secretary; Jackie Rusby as Treasurer.  
This is a 2 year term.    

I would like to thank all the people who have worked hard to make 2007 a successful year.  I look 
forward to a busy and positive 2008.

Dainard for all his work with the annual conference.  Steve commented,  

“There has been a lot of excellent work done by the subject matter experts who have tried to 
communicate breed-related information in an educational and informative manner.  I have asked 
everyone to approach their breeds from a breeder’s perspective and leave the regurgitation of the 
breed standard to participants on their own time.  Specifically, they were asked to convey the es-
sence or intrinsic qualities of their breed.  It should be very interesting to hear Rick Beauchamp’s 
keynote address on the 5 Essentials of Breed Type.  While there has been many articles published by 
Mr. Beauchamp on this topic, participants will have the benefit of first-hand discussions.  The regis-
trations numbers are good and very comparable to the number of registrations at last year’s confer-
ence in Vancouver.  There is also a very good turnout for the Judges 101 course being held on Fri-
day during the day. 

On the social side, the CDJA social gathering will be held on the Friday evening in an event 
room at the Double Tree Resort and we are also having a buffet-style dinner on Saturday evening 
for those individuals who wish to join in.” 

The annual conference is certainly a worthwhile and informative event, well worth attending 
each year. 

We are the only National Judges organization in Canada and we need to continue to develop 
programs for the education of all of our members. Our membership is spread across our large coun-
try with many of our members living in relatively remote areas. This makes it difficult for many to 
obtain education on a regular basis. Our annual conference is a wonderful event and a great opportu-
nity for members to meet with each other and learn. But, it occurs once per year and not all members 
can attend.  There are many reasons for this, some have other commitments, some are away judging 
on the date of the conference, some find it difficult to afford. 

Our country and our club are a natural match for distance learning via the internet.  We have 
blazed a trail that other countries and judges groups are looking at with interest. I have had many 
positive comments on the concept from judges all over the world.  I hope that we continue to expand 
our online seminars and look for new ways to add to our distance learning. I would like to see us 
start looking at ways to have streaming video at some of our major seminars. The technology is be-
coming readily available at reasonable prices and it is becoming friendlier and easier for lay people 
to learn. 

I hope that we continue to add to the online library and make it the resource that it has the 
potential to become. If our members could each contribute a document on their own breed, it would 
add vastly to the knowledge base it contains. Imagine how helpful this resource could be for new 
judges trying to learn your breed. If relevant, in depth, accurate information is readily available; it 
will improve the quality of judging overall.
