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1. In September | attended the CKC Board meeting and
have sent a separate page with the highlights that are rele-
vant to judges. If you are interested in my full resume, let me
know and | will send it on.

The most important part for judges is the Board approved the use of the ramp “at
the judge’s discretion” “for any breed” starting January 1, 2010. This means all
clubs will have to have a ramp available if you request it. Show Services are being
encouraged to have one (like wickets) so individual clubs won’t have to buy one.
(My club purchased one from CLEARVIEW CREATIONS in PORTAGE la PRAIRIE MB,
clearvw@mtsnet phone (204) 857-3305 The Board also approved the lists of breeds that
are table breeds and ramp breeds. (Included in this newsletter)

2. The matter of moving a breed in the judging schedule was discussed and re-
ferred to the EOC. | understand they have had their meeting and are recommend-
ing a change in the wording of that rule to allow the judge to move a breed to ac-
commodate the situation. This will go to the December Board meeting.

3. They could not come to consensus on what to do about cropping and docking.
There is a survey going out to breed clubs to ask how they view it for their breeds
but it is 1 question in a larger survey. As it stands it is up to the judge to interpret
what the breed standard says and apply it to the dogs in the ring.

4. The Board did ratify the Memo of Understanding with the FCI.

5. The Official Section will re-appear in DIC but with a new name, changing con-
tent, and will be a pull out part stapled in DIC. This gets around the postage issue
and returns it to hard copy for the membership.

6. | have been in contact with judges from New Zealand who are looking to form a
comparable Association in NZ. They have requested permission to borrow/copy
our constitution, set up, etc.

7. There was no need to hold a formal voting process for the 2010-2011 Execu-
tive. All positions were filled by acclamation — albeit at the last minute. Steve
Dainard has chosen to leave us for the time being as his life is FULL with work
commitments and his own on-going education program. He has agreed to help
with the on-line seminars that he has set up. Carmen Haller will move over to Vg
Program and Barbara Heal will step in as VP Administration.




8. The Annual Conference will soon be here. | understand are about 40 people
signed up. Barbara Heal has done a great job getting Purina support and | have
gotten the donation of a 3 piece set of luggage from Heys Luggage ($800 value)
as a door prize.

9. Atthe SD& G shows, the Bloodhound Club offered ring side mentoring at their
Specialty. About 10 local judges took advantage of the chance to talk about
Bloodhounds. | have drafted up a form which our members can use as education
for their portfolio. A copy is included in the Newsletter and perhaps | will get it
posted on the web site . | have also written an article about Specialty clubs provid-
ing information to us about when and where they might be willing to offer such
events.

10. I have been talking with Tracy Kent about a form for judges to organize their
portfolio. | sent her my draft form and she is working on one of her own.
