ECI — FCI hasrescinded its ban on CKC registrations but has |eft in place the ban of CKC
judges awarding CACIB’s. Why?? Many suggested answers—a definitive one | do not
have. FCI hasinvited CKC to attend its Council meeting in Berlin in October. At the CKC
Board meeting it was agreed to send a CK C representation to the World Show in Mexico in
May. Thisdecision was reversed the following week in ateleconference call. Therefore
there will be no Canadian Kennel Club presence at the FCI World Show in Mexico City.

The Executive discussed this matter at great length. It was overwhelmingly felt that Can-
ada, Canadian judges, MUST be represented in Mexico. This is the FCI premier show;
everyone will be there, but NOT Canada. At the time the FCI crisis began, it was stated
over and over that Canada had lost recognition in the world community; that we needed to
re-establish our profile with other countries and kennel authorities.

At our Executive meeting, this became a prime issue and discussion was thorough and ex-
tensive. Finally, the Executive decided that, if CKC was not sending someone, we would.
To this end, the Executive approved the financial outlay to send a representative to Mexico
to attend the World Show and hopefully the meeting of the FClI World Congress. Michael
Shoreman has agreed to represent CDJA at these events. (Your president, me, is unable to
attend as | will bein Japan judging that very weekend). All efforts are being made to obtain
credentials for Michael at these events. He will provide us afull report for the next News-
letter.

It was also decided to prepare a pamphlet about CDJA that Michael could hand out to In-
form other countries about CDJA, our aims, activities, membership. Hopefully, copies of
this could be available for any members traveling to another country. It is imperative that
Canada and Canadian judges, be seen, be recognized: that we re-gain the status we once
held. CDJA offeredits help to CKC, but now we will be pro-active ourselves and speak for

Canadian judges.
