Nominations are to be received by the Secretary no later than September 21, and may be
-~ submitted by either e-mail or postal service, in accordance with the Election Guidelines
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CDJA Election Guiddlines: (Annual General Meeting - November 2006)

1. The Board of Directors, by June 1% in an Election year, shall appoint an Election

Commission comprised of three members of the Association in good standing. This
commission shall oversee all aspects of the Election with the exception of the duties car-
ried out by the Returning Officer. If, after all nominations have been received, there is
not a full dlate of nominees, the commission shall search for members to fill any vacant
positions. In no case shall the Election Commission put forward a dlate of officers prior
to asking for nominations from the membership.

2. The Board shall appoint a Returning Officer by June 1% in an Election year. The Re-
turning Officer shall not be an Association member. Their duties shall consist of receiv-
ing and processing of completed ballots. The Returning Officer shall provide the Elec-
tion Commission with the election results by December 10. The Returning Officer shall
receive an Honorarium.

3. The Election Process shall be:

A. The Election Commission, through the Secretary, shall call for nominationsin
the Association’ s newsletter prior to September 1%. The newsletter shall con-
tain the election guidelines and list the positions available for nomination.

B. The Association Secretary shall receive nominations no later than September 21%
by means of e-mail or postal service.

e The nominator shall provide the name of the nominee and a seconder to the
nomination.

o If the nomination isto be mailed it shall be accompanied by a statement of ac-

ceptance signed by the nominee and the signature of the seconder.
e If the nomination is to be sent by e-mail it must include the name and e-mail
addresses of the nominee and the seconder to the nomination.
e For any nomination received by e-mail, the Association Secretary shall com-
municate with the nominee and seconder by e-mail, to verify their acceptance.
C. Ballots shall be sent to the membership by October 15". Ballots may be sent via e-
mail or by postal service.

One day a man asked a friend to come over to his house for dinner. He
agreed and upon arriving, sat down to eat.

After the meal as
the two friends sat down to enjoy an after-dinner cigar, the guest noticed the hosts
two dogs outside and commented how good they looked and could the host let
them in so he could meet them. The host responded "of course, they have their
own dog door... I'll call them in. The guest was reflecting on how tasty the meal
had been when his host called out... "Soap.... Water, come here boys!!
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As stated in the last NL we will be starting a new feature entitled "Judging What
If's". It will follow along the same lines as the FAQ Booklet which in turn will be published
in the second edition. The questions or situations that you will read are actual occurrences
sent to me by members of the CDJA. This month's scenario is as follows:

What do you do if a dog is presented to you in the " Specials' class with an obvi-
ous DQ? Examples are missing teeth (Rottweiler—any missing teeth) or height restric-
tions (Shelties)?

It isajudge's (Permit or All-Breed) responsibility to uphold the standard of any breed and at
any level of competition be it puppy class or BIS level. Disqualifying a dog may not win
you a popularity contest but judges cannot ignore the standard even if the dog in question is
a Champion. A dog can change greatly from the time it finished its championship at 8
months until you see it as a Specials at 2 years. Standards can aso change as with the Rott-
weller, for example. What once was a fault, is now a DQ, (any missing teeth). Regardless
of whether a dog received its Championship prior to the change, a judge must follow the
current standard.

Other examples that may occur at the Specia level are:

- adog in the Specials class attempts to bite you - it must be DQ'd.

- adog in the Specials classis limping - it must be excused

- foreign substance (leaving you with black chalk or paint on your hands - must be excused

The fact that a previous judge chose to ignore a DQ is not grounds for you to do the same.
Disqualify the dog and state your reasons clearly in your judge's book. Never assume that
the Specials class is without serious faultsor DQ's
