Nominations are to be received by the Secretary no later than September 21, and may be submitted by either e-mail 
or postal service, in accordance with the Election Guidelines below:  

CDJA Election Guidelines:   (Annual General Meeting - November 2006)

 

1. The Board of Directors, by June 1st in an Election year, shall appoint an Election Commission comprised of three 
members of the Association in good standing. This commission shall oversee all aspects of the Election with the 
exception of the duties carried out by the Returning Officer. If, after all nominations have been received, there is not 
a full slate of nominees, the commission shall search for members to fill any vacant positions. In no case shall the 
Election Commission put forward a slate of officers prior to asking for nominations from the membership.     

2. The Board shall appoint a Returning Officer by June 1st in an Election year. The Returning Officer shall not be an 
Association member. Their duties shall consist of receiving and processing of completed ballots.  The Returning 
Officer shall provide the Election Commission with the election results by December 10.  The Returning Officer shall 
receive an Honorarium.  

3. The Election Process shall be: 
The Election Commission, through the Secretary, shall call for nominations in the Association’s newsletter prior to 

September 1st. The newsletter shall contain the election guidelines and list the positions available for nomina-
tion. 

The Association Secretary shall receive nominations no later than September 21st  by means of e-mail or 
postal service. 

The nominator shall provide the name of the nominee and a seconder to the nomination. 
If the nomination is to be mailed it shall be accompanied by a statement of acceptance signed by the 

nominee and the signature of the seconder. 
If the nomination is to be sent by e-mail it must include the name and e-mail addresses of the nomi-

nee and the seconder to the nomination. 
For any nomination received by e-mail, the Association Secretary shall communicate with the nomi-

nee and seconder by e-mail, to verify their acceptance.   

Ballots shall be sent to the membership by October 15th. Ballots may be sent via e-mail or by postal service. 
Completed ballots must be received by the Returning Officer by December 1st.  Members may return completed 

ballots either via e-mail with their name and address legibly printed on the ballot form or by postal service. If 
using postal service, the Ballot shall be placed in an unmarked plain envelope to be placed inside another en-
velope, which shall identify the sender’s name and return address. The Returning Officer shall verify that the 
voter is on the membership list. The Returning Officer shall be the only person privy to the voter’s information. 

The Returning Officer shall notify the chairperson of the Election Commission of the results of the election no later 
than December 10th.  

F) All ballots shall be retained by the Returning Officer for 90 days upon completion of the election, at which time 
they may be destroyed.

Substance, Size Proportion

 

The CKC standard states that Affens are sturdy, compact small dog with me-
dium bone and is not delicate in any way.  Height is 9 to 11-1/2 inches with 10-1/4 
inches being ideal.   This is a square breed with allowing bitches to be slightly longer. 

I wish I had cookie cutter in my kennel to produce that ideal 10-1/4” dog, you 
have no idea how difficult it is.  In the US the height is 9-1/2 to 11-1/2 inches with the 
no ideal being removed in 2000. FCI is 9.8 to 11.8 inches with a .8 inch allowance over 
and under this height.  England states 9-1/2” to 11”   As you can see, we are dealing 
with quite range of size differences and this is posing a problem as we are now import-
ing from both England and the Scandinavian countries.   In any one litter you can have 
from 9-3/4” to 11-1/2” and you can even have 14 inch dogs harkening back to our 
Miniature Schnauzer crosses.  If we take into account the 2 to 2-1/2” range in size, this 
is anywhere from 20-25% difference in size.   In my opinion, this is huge on a Toy dog.    
Many sporting dogs have a 2 inch range in size and that is on a dog that starts at 20 or 
22 inches which comes out at 9 or 10% variance.   
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I wish to thank the Canadian Dog Judges Association for the opportunity to dis-
cuss this delightful breed. Our numbers are small however the quality of this breed has 
advanced by light years in the past 15 years.  It is now a breed that has risen to 
heights never thought of in the past.  As I tell anyone who inquires about the breed, 
they are like chips – one is never enough.  

HISTORY

 

I feel that we need to discuss our past because to this day we are still haunted 
by it.  

This is an old breed and considered one of the most ancient of Toys, probably 
in the neighborhood of 400 to 500 years.  Affen-like dogs can be seen in pictures of 
fifteenth-century artists Van Eyek and Durer.  The breed originated in Germany how-
ever today the breed has not thrived there as their requirement for temperament is far 
different from ours.   Affenpinscher in German means Affen (monkey) Pinscher 
(Terrier) and it is these two qualities that define this breed.   

The breed’s original function was that of a ratter, however their small size, agil-
ity, rough coat and temperament also made them an excellent mouser in the house-
holds and stables.   I would also defy anyone not to also think of them as watchdogs, 
their temperament is fiery when they deem danger is present.   They do not believe 
that they are a small dog – ever. 



The drag of our breed is “Long in Body and Low on Leg”.  We want square and 
getting square is probably one of the elements that is hardest to achieve.   I have a pic-
ture here of a five month old bitch who exhibits the body proportions that we so aspire 
to in this breed.  She is square and to this day is still square.   She is also shown at 
eighteen months, winning BOW at the US Nationals and still holding that square ap-
pearance.    

More often than not, that is not what you are going to see in the ring.  Many 
show their dogs far, far too young.  They simply cannot wait to get them into the ring 
and what you see at nine months is not what you are going to see at three years – 
guaranteed.   Most Affens as youngsters look like spider monkeys, spindly, tubey, long 
on leg and proportion seems to be thrown out the window.   To illustrate this, I have 
three pictures of the same dog, one at twelve months, one at two and the final one at 
three.  

The boys are so slow in maturing and are at their best at three to four or per-
haps even five.  The girls, on the other hand, mature far faster and at three are starting 
to take on matronly features.   It can be difficult judging young dogs even though we 
have to judge on what is presented to us on the day.
